Changing °Cand °F control dials

Use a small flathead screwdriver to pry o  the control dial. Insert into one of the slots on the dial and gentle apply pressure to remove. To install the new control
dial, line up the pins on the dial with the holes on the thermostat knob. Push together until secured into place.
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
